fixing stanchions

Mark where the stanchions need to be.  
(This will be different depending on which storage kit you have).

Using your measurements, locate where the first stanchion 
needs to be, then fasten a single screw into position. 
Use suitable fixings for your walls.

Level up on the front and side of the stanchion and
mark the floor.

Please check your opening for any 
hidden electrical wires and water 
pipes before / screwing.

Screws not supplied. 
Use suitable screws 
and plugs.
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Move the stanchion to one side. Screw the button in place. Once fixed, place the stanchion over the button and fasten 
both screws into the wall. Tighten bolt and repeat on all stanchions.

Measure the height of where the supports need to be. 
We recommend going directly behind the drawer boxes.

Using the measurement from step 7, attach the Stanchion 
Support to the stanchion with an allen key (4mm).

Mark the wall through the holes, ensuring that the stanchion 
is level.9 Attach to the wall, using suitable fixings.

Dimensions to cut the hanger 
bar to – width between stanchions 
minus 6mm = hanger bar length
(i.e: 800mm – 6mm = 794mm)
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1 – Open the clamps using the bottom screw (4mm allen key) and slide shelf into place. 2 – Level up. 
3 – Ensure you tighten both bolts on each bracket. Repeat this for all shelves.
