ASSEMBLY
Step 1

1. Screw the top pole into the middle pole.
2. Screw the middle pole into the bottom pole.

3. Screw all the assembled poles into the base making sure you do not twist the supply cable.
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Step 2

1. Un-screw the shade ring from the lamp holder.
2. Place the shade frame over the lamp holder.

3. Re-screw the shade ring onto the lamp holder to secure the shade frame in place.
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Step 3

Screw the bulb (not supplied) into the lamp holder, making sure you don't exceed the bulb wattage stated on

the product. @
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Step 4

1. Carefully pull the top and bottom of the feather shade apart until it is fully expanded.
2. Carefully slide the feather shade over the top of the inner frame until fully inside.

3. Hook either side of the top section of the inner frame into the small loops in the top ring of the feather shade.
Extra care should be taken to avoid damaging the feather shade. This holds the shade in shape.
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Step 4

1. Remove the plug cap and insert the plug into a normal household socket.

2. Using the in-line switch, switch on and test the fitting.
