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Tools needed

Maximum Static Pressure: 10.0 bar 

Dynamic Water Pressures 

Min: 0.2 bar Max: 5.0 bar 



Push the legs through holes on the bathtub;
Assemble the rubber seals (6D) and locknuts (6E) back to the legs. Fasten the locknuts (6E) with 
the tool provided.
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1. NOTES FOR INSTALLATION

     Warning: Please read all the instructions completely before proceeding.

1) The installation must comply with the "Water Supply Regulations 1999 (Water Fittings) or any
particular regulations and practices specified by the local water company or water undertakers.
2) Minimum and Maximum working pressure : 0.2 - 5 bar
3) Please do not connect hot and cold water supply lines in reverse. This could result in scalding.
4) The hot water temperature must not exceed 65°C. Exceeding 65° may cause scalding, the service
life of your tap might be shortened, or the product might be damaged.

2. SHUT OFF WATER SUPPLY

Locate water supply inlets and shut off the water supply valves. These are usually found under the 
sink or near the water meter.

3. INSTALLATION

Insert the two inlet hoses (6C) into the tap (6A). From above the basin, place 
the inlet hoses(6C) and shank-thread (6B) through Hole onto the basin



4. WATER SUPPLY CONNECTION

Connect the hot and cold flexible hoses with isolating valves (valves 
recommended but not included)

5. TESTING

Turn on hot and cold water supplies and check for leaks above and below installation.

6. CONNECT HAND SHOWER– For bath shower mixer only

8. CLEANING / MAINTENANCE
