Wall fixing

The unit must be secured to
the wall.

If you have any doubt in
installing this unit, please
seek the service of a
professional fitter.

Firstly drill a 5mm hole
through the wardrobe back
panel, through the holes in
the brackets.

Then place the wardrobe in
your required location,
marking the wall with a
pencil through the back
panel holes.

Prepare the wall by drilling
where you’'ve marked
(move the wardrobe out of
the way to make this easier).
Before placing your wardrobe
into position, insert your
screws through the fixing
plate and bracket; on the
reverse side of the wardrobe,
slide the plastic spacers Q We recommend the use of the wall
over your screws. fixing for safety reasons.

Now you can put the

wardrobe against the wall

and fix it into place.

For level adjustment, move

the fixing plate up/down

before fully tightening

your screw.

N.B.: screws for wall fixing

are not provided - please

source suitable screws for

your wall type.

Place 2 screws in the upper
part and 2 screws in the lower
part (you can use the 3rd holes
up from the base and down
from the top).

Preparing plinth panel

You have to cut the plinth panel
[4] depending on the
dimensions of your wardrobe
(if single, double, or if there are
multiple wardrobes joined).

Carefully use a mitre saw and
cut the plinth panel following
the required dimensions.

Fix the plinth in position on
the wardrobe, using double
sided tape (not provided).
